In 2015, the total population in Strathcona County was 95,597. In 2012 total
population was 92,403 people and in 2009, it was 87,998.

Since 2012, there has been an increase of 3,194 people in Strathcona County,
Ward 4 which is a growth of 3.50% over 3 years.

In Sherwood Park, the population has increased by 3,317 people, which is a 5.10%
Ward 3 increase from 2012. There are now 68,782 people living within Sherwood Park.
Between 2015 and 2030 the projected average yearly birth rate is 1,225. Between

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STUDENT TRANSPORTATION: WALKOUT INFORMATION

New School in Davidson Creek

Lakeland Ridge School

Eligibility status is determined by Alberta Education Funding
Guidelines.

Distance is calculated using a combination of roadways and
walkways. It may not always match the driven distance by
family car.

Alberta Education provides transportation funding for all
eligible students to receive transportation services at no

cost to their designated school. EIPS Student Transportation
provides a service to students throughout the Division by
offering to fill bus seats that aren't required by designated
students. Charging fees helps to recover only a portion of the
incremental cost of providing additional service to students.
These are called Payride fees. A fee-based service that exceeds
the transportation standards as outlined by Alberta Education.

Q. What s an eligible student?

A Student residing greater than 2.39 km from their designated
school. The distance is calculated from the end of their
property line to the front entrance of the school building.

Q. What is an ineligible student?
An ineligible student is one who lives less than 2.39 km away
from their designated school.
